Mandatory Pre-Institute Sessions

 Application for a fellowship with the EKU Writing Project is competitive.  Fellows will be selected by the EKUWP Directors and veteran Teacher Consultants. We consider the applicant’s teaching background, understanding of the EKUWP goals, recommendations, school responsibilities, and other matters, such as geographic, grade-level representation and the needs in the region.
Interview:   Applicants will be called by EKUWP leaders for individual phone interviews and in smalls groups in a focus group process on the evening of either Wednesday, March 23 or Thursday, 24 from 5:30-8:30.
Orientation: The first session of the 2011 Invitational Institute will occur on Monday, May 9 from 5:30-8:30.  When an invitation is extended, each participant will receive more information regarding this session.

Introductory Workshop: The first workshop of the Summer Institute will occur on Saturday, May 21, from 8:30—3:30.  We will introduce the routines for the summer, and each Fellow will start working with the EKUWP Teacher Consultant who will act as his/her mentor throughout the summer.
